Projects can include block
parties, community arts, neighbourhood social progroms or recreation programs.

v Government of Alberta Grant

Community Initiatives Program- Deadlines: January 15, May 15, September 15
For projects, not ongoing progroms

Grant max = $75K (average is much lower ~ $25K/30K)

Can only fund max 50% of a total project 7 months to notification

Large ($125K - $1M) deadline: October 1

Community Facility Enhancement Program

v Community Support, Multiculturalism, and Anti-Racism Grants

The Projects component of the Community Support, Multiculturalism, and Anti-Racism
Initiatives Program provides funding for community development, anti-racism
initiatives, and engagement projects that promote diversity and inclusion by
encouraging interaction among community groups.

This component is for projects that address one or more of the following priority
themes:

e work toward the elimination of discrimination, racism and prejudice, with a
priority for those targeted against Indigenous Peoples, and racialized women
and girls;

e provide opportunities for youth community engagement and involvement; and

e bring people together through art, culture and/or sport.

Canadian Heritage CSMARI Grants

w Edmonton Heritage Council Project Accelerator Grant

Up to $10,000 in funding available for eligible expenses.

Deadlines: March 6 2020, June 5th 2020

Project Accelerator grants are designed to support individuals and organizations
undertaking small scale heritage projects that tell Edmonton stories in unique or
innovative ways. The Project Accelerator grant will support up to $10,000 of eligible
expenses.
